Iroquois Heights Neighborhood Association

By-Laws

Article I

Membership

A) Qualification:  The owner of any home in the Iroquois Heights Subdivision, upon acquiring title thereof, shall be required to become a member of the Iroquois Heights Neighborhood Association, and shall be required to pay an annual dues fee as hereby set forth by unanimous vote of the membership when corporation was promulgated.

B) Maintenance Fee (dues):  Amount of the maintenance dues shall be established by the current Board of Directors and a majority vote of the membership attending any bi-annual meeting.  The standing fee shall remain as such, until amended.
C) Transfer of Property:  Upon transfer of resident property, new owner(s) shall not be responsible for delinquent dues of prior owner.  However, new owner upon establishing residency before August of the current year shall be required to pay dues for that year, then annually thereafter.
Article II

Meetings

A) Meeting:  A meeting for all members of the Association shall be held in September of each year unless changed by popular vote of the Board of Directors and a majority of the membership.  Non-members are invited to attend, but are not eligible to vote on any business items of concern to the Association.  A written notice, stating time and place of bi-annual meetings shall be prepared and sent to all residents either by mail, hand delivered, or public sign, not less than 10 or more than 20 days of the meeting. The same applies to any special meetings called by the Board of Directors or a majority of membership.
Article III

Board of Directors
A) Qualification Requisites:  The Iroquois Heights Neighborhood Association Board of Directors must be a member of good standing in the Association and in the community as a whole. Officers shall be voted into office to serve one year and be ever cognizant of their responsibilities as members of the elected body, observing every rule of such responsibility as stated in the by-laws. They may be removed, retained, or replaced in office, through the process of planned special meeting(s) involving members of the Board and a quorum of Association members.
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B) Selection of Board of Directors: The Board of Directors, hereafter referred to as the Board, shall be nominated and voted into office by popular vote of the members, each year at the September meeting.  However, should less than 20 members be present at the September meeting, the Board will have the authority to appoint new officers, or reinstate any member of the Board.  The Board will serve without remuneration. The Board will Consist of the following:

1) President:  The President shall be the principle executive officer of the Board, as representative of the Iroquois Heights Neighborhood Association.  He/She shall supervise and control all business affairs of the Association.  He/She shall preside at all meetings of concern to the Board of Directors and the membership.  The President shall assume the responsibilities of any position on the board, when that position is vacant due to unforeseen circumstances. He/She will continue to do so until the position is filled, whether in the current year of by election in the next.

2) Vice-President:  The Vice-President in the absence of the President shall have the authority to perform the duties of the President within the current year of office.  He/She shall perform such duties as may be assigned by the President and/or the Board.
3) Treasurer:  The Treasurer shall supervise and be responsible for the collection of the maintenance fees (dues), and be cognizant of delinquencies.  He/She shall supervise contractual accounting service firm/firms who handle the Association’s finances.  He/She shall request quarterly financial reports of the Association’s finances from such firms, and make them available to the Board of Directors and upon request from any member of the Association.  He/She shall present an annual financial report, oral or written, at the September meeting.  He/She shall maintain viable financial records, accessible at any time, to the Board of Directors and upon request from the membership.  He/She, will be authorized to pay by check, any approved contractual service(s), upon receipt of the Due Bill from the current accounting firm, contracted by the Association. He/She shall perform such other duties of finance as may be assigned by the President, and/or the Board.

4) Secretary:  The Secretary shall record the minutes of all official meetings of the Association, and keep a record thereof.  He/She shall maintain an active membership file, available to the Board of Directors, the membership and the current contracted accounting firm, upon request.  He/She shall read the minutes of all preceding business meetings, when requested by the President during any special or bi-annual meetings.
5) Board of Directors-Decorum-All Business Meetings:  All business meetings of concern to the Association will be conducted using the traditional Roberts Rules of Order.
6) Special Appointees:  The Board may appoint without prior approval from the membership, special committees to assist the Board (volunteers) in worthy projects for the benefits of the Association, i.e. to welcome new residents to the subdivision and explain details of the Association.
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Article IV

Geographical Boundaries Served By the Neighborhood Association
A) Geographical boundaries by the Iroquois Heights Neighborhood Association (Iroquois Heights Subdivision) include the following:  Nottoway Circle, Oswego Circle, Notto Court, Eno, Saranac, Tioga, Honiasant, Conjor Court, Aniwa, Stephan Road, and the one residence of Pennacook Road. 

Article V

Maintenance Fees (Dues)

A) Annual maintenance fee (dues) shall be proposed by the Board, based on economical factors, effecting amenities, the membership proposes.  The amount of the annual fee shall be proposed and voted on by membership at the September meeting.  Maintenance fees (dues) shall be deemed common expenses including all charges, costs, and expenses incurred in the operation of the Association including without limitation thereof:  maintenance, repair and replacement of the common area, common utilities, materials, general supplies, legal fees, printing, postage, signs, newspaper ads, certified public accounting contracts, banking fees, or any other approved services.  All of the above shall constitute common expenses of the Association for which the homeowners shall be liable for their respective proportional shares.

B) Unpaid (annual basis) of common expense shares shall constitute a lien on the home of the delinquent homeowner as designated in the following instrument that was used initially to organize the Iroquois Heights Neighborhood Association by a majority vote of residents. To Wit: DECLARATION OF RESTRICTIONS, SECTION 7, IROQUOIS HEIGHTS SUBDIVI-SION, 1983, certified and ascribed to the Jefferson County Clerk’s Office with record sustained thereof.  Such lien may be enforced by legal suit, by the Board of Directors of the Association, on the behalf of the membership of the Association provided that thirty (30) days notice of intent shall be mailed by registered letter to the delinquent homeowner.

C) The current fee and delinquent fees shall be paid to the Association by all homeowners on the fifteenth (15) day of March, each year, or within thirty (30) days of receipt of mailed statement.  An additional mailing will be made in April for the benefit of delinquents and new homeowners.  Membership has the prerogative to request the Board of Directors to provide lists of those residents who have paid their dues and those who are and have been delinquent.

Article VI

Common Area Restrictions
A) Residents shall comply with all obligations imposed upon them by specific housing and sanitary codes, affecting them and their neighbors’ health and safety.  All Jefferson County 
and Commonwealth codes shall be complied with.  The Iroquois Heights Neighborhood Associ-
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ation shall not be responsible for violations of such codes, however, the President of the Association shall be available to interpret, and/or contact appropriate government officials for applicable authoritative decisive information.

B) Speed limits within the subdivision are posted at twenty-five (25) miles per hour.  Louisville
Metro Police will strictly enforce speed limit.  Pedestrians shall have the right of way at all times. Radar patrol shall be used at the discretion of the Louisville Metro Police Department. This regulation includes all motorized conveyances (such as automobiles, trucks, motorcycles, mopeds, go-carts, etc.).   Operator must be a licensed driver.
C) All traffic signs in the subdivision have the same significance as those outside the subdivision. They are safety oriented and their function is apparent. Louisville Metro Police officers will issue violators citations.

D) Parking vehicles on side of roadways in the subdivision on a continuous basis is prohibited.  Lack of sidewalks, curbing, and width of roadways creates a hazard to moving vehicles and pedestrians.  Vehicles must park in same direction as traffic flow.   No vehicle shall be parked less than thirty (30) feet from an intersection.  No vehicle shall be parked in such a manner that it blocks the roadway and/or the right of way.  No temporarily parked vehicle shall park with its wheels encroaching upon lawns of neighboring private property.  Violation of these regulations may result in the issuance of citations or warnings from authoritative minions.

E) No house trailer, van, truck body, or other temporary structure used for habitation will be permitted in the subdivision. Violation will necessitate filing of complaint and interpretation of it by governmental officials with possible citation(s).

F) No livestock, poultry, or non-domestic animals shall be kept by a resident of Iroquois Heights Subdivision.  Owners of domestic dogs and cats shall comply with all Jefferson County laws pertaining to Animal Control.  The Iroquois Heights Neighborhood Association shall not be responsible for any legal action taken by said agency in their enforcement procedures.

G) Residents of the subdivision shall keep their property in a clean and orderly manner with grass cut, weeds controlled and comply with all Jefferson County Health Rules. Any common area drainage problems should be reported promptly and directly to the Metropolitan Sewer District.

      H)  The Metro Louisville Police Department provides a Block Watch program in the subdivision.
The Iroquois Heights Neighborhood Association shall appoint a Security Coordinator (volunteer) to work closely with the Metro Louisville Police Resource officer in keeping the program updated, as a deterrent to crime in the subdivision.

H) No Commercial Businesses shall be permitted to operate within the confines of the Iroquois   

     Heights Subdivision.  The Iroquois Heights Neighborhood Association shall have the right to 
     contest such violation, referring it for arbitration to the Jefferson County Zoning Commission.
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I) No junk vehicles or other inoperable motor conveyances shall be permitted to be stored on
      roadway in front of owner’s property, their driveways or yards.

K)  Homeowners shall not make or permit to be made any disturbing noise that might interfere 
       with the privacy of adjoining or nearby residents.  Such violations are enforced by the Metro 
       Louisville Police Department in compliance with County Ordinances.   
 L)  The Iroquois Heights Neighborhood Association shall not be responsible for any property 
       easement damage, created by County Road Maintenance or their contracted agents.  All 
       complaints shall be referred to their Operations Supervisor.

M)  Violation of these by-laws and common area restrictions or any other rules and regulations 
        adopted by the Iroquois Heights Neighborhood Association may be require mediation and 
        justified legal imposition as proposed by the Board of Directors and membership.  They may 
        be amended or repealed in any part by majority vote of the Board of Directors and member- 

        ship by special meeting(s) or at the bi-annual meetings.
Article VI

General Provisions

A) Non-Liability of the Directors and Officers. Neither directors nor officers of the Homeowners Association shall be personally liable to residents for any mistake or judgment or for  any other acts or commissions of any nature whatsoever while acting in their official capacity, except for any acts or omissions found by a court to constitute gross negligence or actual fraud.  The residents shall indemnify and hold harmless each of the directors and officers and their respective heirs, executors, administrators, successors and assigns (including volunteers).
